(I7th Century)

The publicatioa ofhis “Livre d'Orgue” in 1708 reveals whatlittle
we know about DuMage. He was s puptl of Louis Marchand (1669
1732) and arganist at the Cathedral of St. Quentin in Paris. The
title “Grand Jeu" indicates the use of full organ with reeds.

Chorale Prelude: We Pray To Thee Dietrich Buxtehude
(1637-1707)

Prelude and Fupue in G Minor Dietrich Buxichude

Buxtehude was one of the fathers of the art of organ composition
and is gcnerally considered the grestest of the German organists.
Young J. S. Bach once walked over 200 miles to hear him, and his
preludes on chorale (hymn) melodies became the model for those
later written by Bach. In the daring inventiveness of his ideas,
Buxtehude stands in the Baroque period somewhat as did Franz
Liszt in the later Romantic era

Pielude and Fugue in B Minor Johana Sebastian Bach

Bach's reputation as the greatest composer of sli times may lead
some to assume that his music must be “difficuit” to comprehead.
However, his chorale preludes almost invariahly reflect the meaning
of the words of the chorule or hymn., Notice the exuberant joy af
the walchman's announcement of the coming of the Bridegroom
Christ, then the serenity of Bach's desenption of his loaging to be
with his Savior,

Prabably ne other prelode and fugue apptoaches Lhe Weimar B
Misor in exptessive qualily or surpasses it in beauly. Organists
will disagree as to which is the finest of Bach's preludes and
fupues, but mest wgree that the B minor is second Lo none,
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
